Currently, and for quite a while now, there seems to be a general apathy towards society involvement.  The direction and focus of MPS appears at odds with, or at least outside of, the current interests of most perfusionists. 

This present situation and with the broad spectrum of national and well-established state meetings, indicate to me that an annual MN meeting as a revenue generator will be difficult to achieve. 

 Licensure may be inevitable.  However, we need more clarity in understanding of the funding of the lobby, status of the legislation for 2009 (and/or 2010), current MPS budget, knowledge of dues-paying MN members, and costs going forward.  If we don’t have this plan well laid out and communicated, involvement of our CCP’s will be understandably limited.  Many of the perfusionists I have talked to about licensure, including CCP’s outside MN, are not convinced of its overriding benefits
